Reading 1 Corinthians 10:1-22

| want you to know, brothers, that our fathers were all under the cloud, and all passed
through the sea, and all were baptized into Moses in the cloud and in the sea, and all ate the
same spiritual food, and all drank the same spiritual drink. For they drank from the spiritual Rock
that followed them, and the Rock was Christ. Nevertheless, with most of them God was not
pleased, for they were overthrown in the wilderness.

Now these things took place as examples for us, that we might not desire evil as they did.
Do not be idolaters as some of them were; as it is written, “The people sat down to eat and drink
and rose up to play.” We must not indulge in sexual immorality as some of them did, and twenty-
three thousand fell in a single day. We must not put Christ to the test, as some of them did and
were destroyed by serpents, nor grumble, as some of them did and were destroyed by the
Destroyer. Now these things happened to them as an example, but they were written down for
our instruction, on whom the end of the ages has come. Therefore let anyone who thinks that he
stands take heed lest he fall. No temptation has overtaken you that is not common to man. God is
faithful, and he will not let you be tempted beyond your ability, but with the temptation he will
also provide the way of escape, that you may be able to endure it.

Therefore, my beloved, flee from idolatry. | speak as to sensible people; judge for
yourselves what | say. The cup of blessing that we bless, is it not a participation in the blood of
Christ? The bread that we break, is it not a participation in the body of Christ? Because there is
one bread, we who are many are one body, for we all partake of the one bread. Consider the
people of Israel: are not those who eat the sacrifices participants in the altar? What do | imply
then? That food offered to idols is anything, or that an idol is anything? No, | imply that what
pagans sacrifice they offer to demons and not to God. | do not want you to be participants with
demons. You cannot drink the cup of the Lord and the cup of demons. You cannot partake of the
table of the Lord and the table of demons. Shall we provoke the Lord to jealousy? Are we
stronger than he?

L The Holy Gospel according to St. Mark, the fourteenth chapter.

On the first day of Unleavened Bread, when they sacrificed the Passover lamb, Jesus'’
disciples said to him, "Where will you have us go and prepare for you to eat the Passover?” And
he sent two of his disciples and said to them, “Go into the city, and a man carrying a jar of water
will meet you. Follow him, and wherever he enters, say to the master of the house, ‘The Teacher
says, Where is my guest room, where | may eat the Passover with my disciples?” And he will show
you a large upper room furnished and ready; there prepare for us.” And the disciples set out and
went to the city and found it just as he had told them, and they prepared the Passover.

And when it was evening, he came with the twelve. And as they were reclining at table
and eating, Jesus said, “Truly, | say to you, one of you will betray me, one who is eating with me.”
They began to be sorrowful and to say to him one after another, “Is it 17" He said to them, “It is
one of the twelve, one who is dipping bread into the dish with me. For the Son of Man goes as it
is written of him, but woe to that man by whom the Son of Man is betrayed! It would have been
better for that man if he had not been born.”

And as they were eating, he took bread, and after blessing it broke it and gave it to them,
and said, "Take; this is my body.” And he took a cup, and when he had given thanks he gave it to
them, and they all drank of it. And he said to them, “This is my blood of the covenant, which is
poured out for many. Truly, | say to you, | will not drink again of the fruit of the vine until that day
when | drink it new in the kingdom of God.”
